Can buildings mitigate climate change? Currently, the buildings sector accounts for some
40% of the EU’s final energy consumption and CO, emissions. Outdated and poorly insulated
houses and offices contribute to huge energy losses, with negative impacts both on the
climate and energy bills. New and better performing buildings, as well as the renovation or
replacement of existing buildings, represent a major potential to reduce our energy use.

The European Commission’'s ambitious proposal to reinforce and recast the Directive on
Energy Performance of Buildings promotes a progressive alignment of national requirements
on cost-optimal values and the deployment of low or zero energy/carbon buildings.

While the European Parliament is examining the recast of the Directive, the purpose of this
lunch debate will be to explore building solutions for a low-energy future, and to hear from the
Commission how European legislation can contribute to this objective. Representatives from
the European Autoclaved Aerated Concrete Association (EAACA) will be delighted to share
their practical experience with low-energy buildings made from a construction material which
substantially reduces the need for space heating and cooling, without additional insulation.
The AAC industry has been a front-runner in developing low-energy and passive houses.

The event will be introduced and hosted by the Parliament’'s Rapporteur in charge of the
recast of the Directive on the energy performance of buildings, Mrs. Silvia-Adriana IC U.
